Service cost increases, 

personal property tax elimination, and State reimbursement phase-outs are among many factors 

that led to the Board’s decision to place the issue before Township voters.  Without additional 

funding the Township will have decreasing resources to allocate among increasing Township 

operating, programming, and capital project costs.
